Brunetti Restaurant, located in the heart of Melbourne, has been a favourite bakery, café and fine food eatery for Victorians since 1985. They have since opened four other cafes, including one in Dubai. They are a highly successful business who has thrived on their excellent reputation.

Brunelli Restaurant is located in Rundle Street, Adelaide, and opened in 2009. They also cater for customers with a bakery, café and fine eatery, and have a very similar logo, as pictured.

Brunetti have seen this and are outraged, as their logo is copyrighted. Do they have a reason to sue for Copyright?
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In an essay of 400-600 words, you are required to show your understanding of logos, slogans and captions on businesses, with examples. You are to discuss the elements of copyrighting and infringement. You are required to consider the ethical implications of copying logos and discuss how this can affect business stakeholders, such as consumers and people working in the relevant industries. You will at look the legalities of the issue and determine your own conclusion based on research. You must also find two other legal cases of existing logos that have breeched or almost breeched the copyright act.

Provide a report between 400-600 words (alternatively you can perform an oral presentation of approximately 6 minutes in length).
